Anticipating the Prince of Peaceté

According to the United States Constitution, it is the responsibility of the
Senate to ratify treaties. In this Advent season, when peace is utmost in our hopes, the
Senate faces a vote on a new START treaty intended to reduce the nuclear arms
arsenals of the United States and Russia.

The following Presidents have negotiated similar treaties:
Richard Nixon T SALT 1

Ronald Reagan T START 1 and INF

George H.W. Bush i START II

George W. Bush T Moscow Treaty (SORT)

Now President Obama has negotiated a new START treaty because the START 1 treaty expired almost
one year ago. As the previous five Republican S
because of the decades-|l ong ef fort to reduce its supply of nuc
nuclear force have all testified that the 1,550 warheads allowed under this treaty are sufficient for all their
missions and obligations. The leaders at the Pentagon support the new START treaty and state that it is essential
for our national defense. One reason for this is that the treaty allows both sides to engage in on-site inspections
of the othersd nuclear arsenals, deepening trust
ceased since the START 1 treaty expired. The new treaty imposes equal limits on both nations.

Unfortunately, in todayo6s poisonous partisan
Our own Senator Kit Bond is opposed to it. I have written Senator Bond and have urged him, in his final days in
the Senate, to rise above his concerns and support the new treaty. No treaty is perfect and no treaty will address
everyonebs individual i ssues. We cannot have a |
case, we must compromise in order for the right to prevail. I believe this is the Kairos Moment for this step to-
ward peace.

One of the important improvements in world security is the relationship between Russia and the USA. In
recent years, this relationship has become more mutually supportive, certainly a turn-around from the Cold War
er a. We cannot hope to contain Iran and North K
gl obal security i s -cRaulslse da 6fisl cadbsid inuyk e so0 sienc uirtes saor
Afghanistan without cooperation from the Russian Federation. If the Senate fails to ratify the treaty, much of the
progress in our relationship with Russia will be threatened. Worse, failure to ratify the treaty could lead to a
renewed arms race.

For the sake of our <chil dren an-ftecword OneWwonderd r e n
whether that Genie can ever be put back into the bottle. Certainly, our ability to contain the spread of nuclear
weapons to rogue nations or terrorist groups has little credibility if we ourselves are not containing our own
nuclear weapons. Rather than unilaterally dis-arming, the more responsible way of turning the world away from
nuclear weaponry is to take the next step in reducing our arsenal with the Russians.

As I anticipate the birth yet again of the Prince of Peace into our world, that is my heart-felt prayer.
