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| was invited to represent Second Baptist Church at the first Conference for
Baptist Leaders from Burma that was held October 21-22 in Dallas at the
Chin Baptist Church. This was a gathering of 63 American Baptist-related
leaders from the Karen, Chin, Kachin and other tribal groups. | learned that
there is a lot of similarity between what the American Baptists believe and
the beliefs of our own Karen Baptist Convention. This is understandable,
since the KBC was founded by American Baptists long ago. | learned about
how pastors serve the American Baptists and about our two mission
agencies, National Ministries and International Ministries. | met a number of
pastors from our refugee camp along the Thai border whom | knew before. This was especially
rewarding.

There already are plans for a 2009 pastors’ meeting. We realize that we are all on similar
paths, and it is very helpful to share together. Following our two-day meeting, in which all the
presentations were translated into Karen, there was a two-day meeting of the Asian American
Baptist Conference. This was a little more challenging because it included leaders from around
the USA who represented many Asian nations, and the common language was now English.
Five of our Karen pastors stayed for the Asian conference.

| actually met two leaders who were my students in high school in the refugee camp who
graduated and went on to the Karen Baptist Bible School and College, where | also graduated.
| had a wonderful reunion with one classmate of mine at the KBBSC, whose name is Gentle
Crown. Several women attended, including one who was a leader of the Karen Baptist
Women'’s Organization in the refugee camp. In our refugee camp, there were seven different
Karen churches that represented our different areas of origin within Burma.

I am grateful to the American Baptists for the scholarship that covered my flight, hotel
accommodations, and registration costs. It was my first time flying within the USA since our
arrival, and | was pleased that it all went so smoothly. | was identified as being from Second
Baptist Church of St. Louis, and | was proud to represent our church. It was good to get to
know the American Baptist Churches and some of their national leaders.

Three Cups of Tea,
by Greg Morenson.
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On November 3, | preached about the Roman Centurion from Luke 7:1-10. | admitted
that it was a story in the Bible that | didn’t like and had never used as a sermon text.
But | have begun to take a second look at this centurion. What | found off-putting, that

he was bragging about his ability to issue ultimatums to his soldiers or servants, is
perhaps a one-sided view of him. Let me elaborate.

1.

The centurion was what is called a God-Fearer, meaning a Gentile who had not converted to fully
becoming a Jew, but did sympathize and even practice the Jewish faith. There were a number of
Gentile God-Fearers around the Mediterranean world. To convert would have meant to “become
Jewish” and turn from one’s own ethnicity, a dramatic transition and certainly a challenge for a
centurion. But the local Jewish leaders said of him, “He is worthy of having you do this for him, for he
loves our people and it is he who built our synagogue for us.”

It is possible that this centurion served King Herod rather than the Romans. We know that he was a
military officer in charge of 100 soldiers guarding Capernaum, a minor trade center and toll station
where several roads crossed in Galilee.

We know the centurion had more wealth than others in Capernaum, and he was a generous
benefactor. He used his resources to single-handedly build a house of worship and instruction for the
Jews. The synagogue was used to educate the young boys of the town as well as serve as a
gathering place for worship.

The centurion was a humble man. The local Jewish leaders said of him, “He is worthy.” When Jesus
approached his house, the centurion said of himself, “I am not worthy to have you come under my
roof.” He said that he didn’t “presume to come to Jesus,” rather, he sent his Jewish friends. There is
also a suggestion of his spiritual need. Perhaps the centurion was on a path of faith that might
eventually lead to his own full conversion. He recognized in his Jewish neighbors a wholeness to
their faith that was lacking in his own.

Acts 10 speaks of the conversion of the centurion named Cornelius. Do the two stories speak of the
same person, taking the next step of faith?

The text says that the centurion “valued highly” his servant. Since servants were felt to be inferior,
this was an unusually merciful request by the centurion. The Greek literally says (as does the King
James version) that the servant was “dear to the centurion,” suggesting a deep and mutual affection.

The centurion is an example of a first-century interfaith leader. The local Jews said of him, “He loves
our people.” Isn't that a strong way of speaking of a Roman soldier? He is not only generous with the
Jews of Capernaum, but he loves them. He must have expressed this in a hundred different ways,
consistently communicating his affection and solidarity with them.

The Pharisees (the local Capernaum leaders) regarded the home of a Gentile as unclean, and a Jew
would have been defiled by entering such a home. The centurion assumed that Jesus would have
entered his home out of mercy since he was headed toward the home when he was stopped. The
centurion didn’t want Jesus to stir a controversy and therefore asked Jesus to heal his servant from
outside his house.

It perhaps is little wonder that Jesus said of him, “I tell you, | have not found such great faith even in
Israel.” Jesus commends the centurion to us as a model of faith, an unsung hero.
