Our travels will take us
around much of the southern and eastern portions of the country as we visit churches, meet
with the people there and join them in worship and work. | look forward to seeing and
experiencing how the Spirit is working in the Ghanaian church.

We depart for Ghana bright and early on New Year's Day and return on the 19". There is a
tentative schedule in the middle, but we have been told and will learn first hand that, in Ghana,
set plans have a way of changing.
